KING EDWARD V11 POSTBOX

There are 115,300 post boxes of

all shapes, sizes and even colours
across the UK. This one, on the
corner of Doughty Street and
Guilford Street is a Type C pillar box
put up under King Edward VI, who
reigned 1901-1910. Look how ornate
this royal cipher is! Now turn left
and keep walking straight, you're
nearly there!
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
